Indians were taken over as 

Indentured labour to far – flung parts of the empire in the nineteenth 

century, a circumstance to which the modern Indian populations of Fiji, 

Mauritius, Guyana, Trinidad, Suriname, Malaysia, South Africa,        

Sri Lanka and other places attest in their own peculiar ways.  

 

     The department proposes to study making and function of Indian 

diaspora from colonial to contemporary. Special focus of this 

programme will be to study Indian Diaspora making through indentured 

Labour System.
