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Nari Shakti Vandan Act: A Transformational Step Toward Women Empowerment
Faculty members share insights at a symposium in MGAHV
Wardha, April 12, 2026: A symposium on the topic ‘Nari Shakti Vandan Act 2023’ from the Perspective of
Women Empowerment” was organized on Saturday, April 11, at Mahatma Gandhi International Hindi
University. Women faculty members from various departments actively participated and presented their valuable
suggestions on the practical implementation of the Act and its socio-political impact.

The program was chaired by Prof. Preeti Sagar, Dean of the Faculty of Languages. Participants included
Dr. Harshalata Petkar, Dr. Gauri Sharma, Dr. Seema Bargat, Dr. Sarika Rai Sharma, Dr. Pushpa Namdev, Dr.
Maitreyi, Dr. Renu Singh, Dr. Asha Mishra and Dr. Avantika Shukla from the Prayagraj Regional Centre, Dr.
Supriya Pathak, and Dr. Chitra Mali from the Kolkata Regional Centre, among others. All emphasized that the
Nari Shakti Vandan Act is not merely a legislative reform but a historic document aimed at ensuring decisive
participation of women in the structure of Indian democracy. Highlighting political leadership and participation,
faculty members noted that the provision of 33% reservation in legislative assemblies and Parliament would bring
women’s experiences and perspectives to the forefront of policymaking. During the discussion, it was suggested
that for the successful implementation of this Act, academic institutions should focus on courses related fo
political literacy and leadership training.

The participants also stressed the need to make the system more transparent and accessible so that the
benefits of reservation reach grassroots-level women effectively. All faculty members agreed that the Act would
prove to be a milestone in India’s development journey, paving the way for women to move from rights to
leadership. The symposium concluded with the observation that such discussions at the university level not only
raise awareness among students but also create an intellectual foundation for policy reforms. The program was
coordinated by Dr. Kiran Kumbhre, who also provided an overview of the Nari Shakti Vandan Act 2023. The
event commenced in accordance with the guidelines of the Act. Prof. Avdhesh Kumar, Dean of the Faculty of
Literature, delivered the vote of thanks. A large number of teachers, staff members, research scholars, and
students were present on the occasion.
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
